Approximately 1 in 5 women in the U.S. reported
completed or attempted rape at some point in their PY
lifetime, including completed forced penetration,

attempted forced penetration, or alcohol/drug T
facilitated completed penetration. Nearly a quarter .
of U.S. men experienced completed or attempted 1in 5 women
rape victimization in their lifetime.

Sexual violence, stalking, and intimate partner violence are serious public health problems affecting millions
of people in the United States each year. These forms of violence are associated with chronic physical and
psychological adverse health conditions, and violence experienced as a child or adolescent is a risk factor
for repeated victimization as an adult. First
